Men can purchase salwar kameez also, if they choose. Salwar kameez outfits are made for both women and men. Kurtas (tunics) are available for both women and men. If the fit isn’t perfect, we will be able to have these clothes altered by tailors later in Mandi.

Culture Class Session #21: Visit Golden Temple; hear and observe evening ceremonies and prayer. Discussion of Sikhism during the visit and after return to hotel. Every person entering the Golden Temple must wear a head covering. Women can use the dupatta. Men can purchase bandanas sold by vendors on the street leading to the temple, or bring their own bandanas or scarves.

ADVISED: Amritsar is a very conservative Punjabi city. When going around the neighborhood or other parts of the city, women are strongly encouraged to wear salwar kameez with dupatta, the normal dress for Punjabi women.
